The cornerstone of WBD's success is the delivery of the SBA 504 product. Sold
nationwide exclusively by not-for-profit Certified Development Companies (CDCs),
the 504 fulfills the U.S. Small Business Administration’s (SBA) public policy objective
to support small businesses and create jobs in our communities.

SBA 504 loans provide 40% of the capital in a project. This capital can be used for
project costs related to building acquisition, construction, renovation, equipment,
and eligible soft costs. This SBA product offers longer terms and more favorable
underwriting standards attractive to both our lending partners and their customers.

Serving Market Needs

504 loans are provided to owner-occupied businesses, the most dynamic sector of
America’s economy. Their propensity to create jobs and grow community wealth is
as important as their ability to innovate. WBD's role to provide access to capital is
truly access to opportunity.

Putting You First

All SBA 504 loans must subordinate to a first mortgage lender. The SBA 504
permits a business to put as little as 10% down and loans are always set on a fixed
10- or 20- year term. This collaborative structure leaves the lender in a more secure
position and preserves the liquidity of both the lender and borrower.

Access to Capital is Access to Opportunity

Each month, CDCs pool their loans to attract capital offered by Wall Street’s
investors. The SBA's guarantee is extremely attractive, especially in the current
credit market where this product has granted small businesses a haven of
uninterrupted access to capital. In 2010, 175 small businesses received an SBA
guarantee through WBD on their projects. WBD continues to be the 9% largest
producer of SBA 504 loan approvals of all CDCs in America. WBD bridges the
constant need for access to capital markets while keeping the interests of the
lender, the SBA, and more importantly the small business at the forefront.

CNC (Computer Numerical Controlled) machining solutions to
